Vennture’s Criminal Justice Mentoring 

Programme supports individuals leaving prison, 

on probation, or at risk of further involvement in 

the criminal justice system. Many carry trauma 

and experience poor mental health, broken 

relationships and unstable housing. Without 

consistent support, the offending cycle can 

quickly repeat. 

Last year, we established 30 mentoring 

relationships across Herefordshire and 

Worcestershire. Our dedicated Link Workers 

walk alongside individuals, helping secure 

accommodation, access health services and 

employment, and, where possible, rebuild 

family connections. 

The outcomes are encouraging. Our reoffending 

rate was just 3%, compared to a national 

average of 39%. This steady, trauma-informed 

work strengthens families and contributes to 

safer communities across our county.
